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With the disappointment of no football in 
Season 2020, all of us faced a new season with 
not insignificant uncertainty as to what we 
would confront.

Season 2021
As a general observation, there was overall 
significant enthusiasm shown by all in getting 
back onto the field amongst players, volunteers, 
staff and management. This was despite the 
numerous hurdles that our League faced this 
season. The journey and the battle to getting 
back created a real sense of comradery 
amongst the League.
The addition in our Men’s Division 1 
competition of Rupertswood FNC and the 
growth in the women’s competition with teams 
representing Oak Park, Gisborne and Airport 
West and a number of second teams competing 
from four Clubs were pleasing and positive 
developments. 
The credit for such developments goes out to 
these clubs and their volunteers who made this 
progress possible.
The standard of the competition across the 
League was quite high despite the unusually 
long layoff. 
Generally there was a far more competitive 
competition across our League, in particular our 
senior men’s divisions. 
Aside from a few occasions, most weeks one 
expected a close contest no matter the ladder 
position, with more than few upsets occurring 
during the course of the year.

Unfortunately, despite the best efforts of 
management, ably assisted by our Covid Sub 
Committee, we were unable to complete the 
season with any form of a final series. Our 
thanks goes to the Covid Sub Committee of Ian 
Kyte, Pauline Leslie, Bruce Kent, David Gloury, 
Jason Hellwig, Sebastian Buccheri, and Ian Price.
The Board determined to embrace the 
commitment of our Clubs to participating in 
Season 2022 and apply the promotion and 
relegation provisions of our By-Laws and award 
full premiership honours to the teams that 
finished on top of the ladder when the season 
ended due to Covid restrictions.
Our congratulations to the teams that were 
awarded premierships and I am sure that each 
of the clubs involved would have cherished 
the opportunity to win the honour of Premiers 
through a successful finals campaign. 
However, for reasons that everyone is fully 
aware, that was not possible. That should not, 
in my view, diminish the award that each team 
has earned.

The Premiers for the senior competitions were 
as follows:
Premier Division: Strathmore (Men’s) & Keilor 
(Women’s)
Division 1: East Keilor (Men’s) & Moonee Valley 
1 ( Women’s)
Division 2: Moonee Valley (Men’s) & Moonee 
Valley 2 (Women’s)

Your Board acknowledges the enormous effort 
each Club and its volunteers and players have 
made to participate in this past season as well 
as deal with the Covid restrictions. It is a credit 
to all concerned.
One has every confidence that all our Clubs 
will compete in Season 2022 and I do urge all 
Clubs to continue their efforts in the developing 
of their junior bases and to expand women’s 
football within each Club, as well as improving 
the competitiveness of their senior teams.   

EDFL Finances
We have had a sound year and recorded a 
net surplus of just under $95,000 against a 
budgeted surplus of $8204. Our Treasurer 
Andrea Tacono in her report will identify the 
major reasons for the difference.
In one sense, the unexpected surplus is a 
bonus but it should also be seen in the broader 
context of the financial performance of our 
League over the past five years the details are 
set out as follows:
Season 2017: $17,901 (surplus)
Season 2018: $130,410 (surplus)
Season 2019: $145,020 (deficit)
Season 2020: $139,451 (deficit)
Season 2021: $94,840 (surplus)
So over the five-year period, the League has 
shown a deficit of approximately $41,000.
Thanks to the work of Greta May and Andrea 
as well as the support provided by the other 
Finance Sub Committee members Ian Kyte, Ian 
Price and myself.    

EDFL Partners
Again a special thanks to all our corporate 
partners and sponsors (as outlined in our CEO’s 
Report) for their continued support and in 
particular to the number of new sponsors that 
came on board this year. 
A special thanks to our major sponsor 
Strathmore Community Bank, its Chairman 
Peter Brown, the board and its staff for its 
continued support and confidence it continues 
to show in our League and our ability to 
promote the bank and the services it offers to 
the broader community.  

EDFL Umpiring
As a League, we faced some uncertainty around 
the start of the season about the fees for 
umpires and I was pleased that in discussions 
with the EDFLUA that we have addressed that 
uncertainty around the fees that applied in 2021 
and those to apply in Season 2022.  
A special thanks to our Umpiring Department 
led by Michael Willcox and Patrick Moloney, 
who worked tirelessly to ensure that there 
was the maximum cover of umpires in the 
difficult circumstances that they faced during 
the season. Thanks to all concerned for their 
work involved in our vitally important umpire 
academies. 

EDFL Staff
It has been another difficult year faced by 
our CEO and staff with the ever-present 

uncertainties created by Covid-19 and the 
imposition of restrictions upon participation in 
community sport and fundraising activities so 
vital to the running of our Clubs.
A special thank you to our committed staff for 
your work during Season 2021.
Ian as our CEO continued to lead our 
organisation patiently through the last two 
difficult seasons and has established respectful 
working relationships with officials of our Clubs. 
He has also increased our profile with AFL 
Victoria and the CEOs of other metropolitan 
leagues which enables our League to be better 
informed of important developments as they 
occur. Thank you, Ian.

Future Developments  
As you are aware, the Board is proposing a 
name change of the League to recognise both 
the incorporation of netball competitions 
amongst its clubs and the expansion the League 
has undergone and will continue to undergo.
It is important that all Clubs understand the 
reasons behind the decision and we will be 
holding a meeting of Club representatives 
before the matter is put to a Special General 
Meeting to discuss all aspects and implications 
of the proposed change.
The League continues to work with strategic 
players on the future of Windy Hill and remain 
positive that there is a long-term future for 
Windy Hill as a major football hub in the North-
West and that community football and the EDFL 
will be a vital part of that future.

All three games were very 
well attended on a warm but perfect day to 
begin the season. Being able to have crowds in 
attendance gave everyone that hope that the 
season would run smoothly, and we could get 
through a year without too many interruptions. 
How wrong we were!

Return of the EDFL 
It was a great result for all at the EDFL to have 
Jacana FC back in the competition. Being able 
to field a team each week despite not having a 
reserves team and being convincingly beaten, 
it was a credit to all at Jacana. The EDFL looks 
forward to having the Jacana Football Club 
build on 2021 in the years to come.
Despite the absence of football in 2020, 
women’s team numbers increased to 22 
and necessitated the need, for the first time, 
three divisions of football. As the competition 
continues to grow along with the standard of 
football, we now look to establishing a player 
points system and in turn, a women’s salary cap 
may not be too far away.
The EDFL continued to conduct netball in 
conjunction with the Essendon District Netball 
Association. While team numbers were down 
coming off Covid, the League will look to build 
and support netball in the EDFL community. 
We look forward to being back to at least two 
divisions in the 2022 year.

Challenges of 2021

While we had some thoughts of possible 
interruptions to the fixture, our plans and hopes 
were always to have a definitive end to the 
season. 
With this in mind, and following much 
discussion and debate, the EDFL Board agreed 
to award premierships in all divisions. 
While finals football is something that all 
players strive for, those clubs that were awarded 
premierships were deserving of the title and the 
EDFL acknowledges and congratulates all senior 
and junior teams accordingly. 
Also, to the Best & Fairest winners of all 

divisions go the EDFL’s congratulations. 
I am sure that in years to come these awards 
to both clubs and individuals will carry special 
significance.

The senior women’s competition was made up 
of three divisions and the League experienced 
continued growth and development of girls 
football.
We welcomed Rupertswood FNC into the EDFL 
in both senior and junior competitions and 
hope they enjoyed the new experience in our 
League. 
Congratulations to all teams that were declared 
Premiers by the EDFL Board and all Best & 
Fairest winners, which is well deserved for all 
players.
There was great support for themed rounds 
throughout the season, however with a 
lockdown called during NAIDOC Week in 
particular, it made it difficult for Clubs to 
achieve the celebrations they had planned for.  
Hopefully, 2022 will see a season without 
interruptions and the themed rounds can be 
well supported by our Clubs and the wider EDFL 
community. 

Football Operations Team

Senior Football
With the inclusion of Rupertswood into the 
competition, the EDFL boasted a record 29 
teams across our three senior men’s divisions 
in 2021, with Division 1 becoming a 10-team 
competition.
Along with 29 reserves teams, the EDFL 
Thirds competition included 14 teams this 
year, resulting in 72 open-age men’s teams 
competing in the EDFL – a tremendous result 
given the challenges of the past 18 months.
Another promising result was the re-
introduction of a third Under 18.5 men’s 
division after running only two divisions of 
Under 19s in 2019, with 23 sides taking the field 
in 2021.
Our growing open-age women’s competition 
was also expanded to include a third division 
this year, with six teams making up the newly 
formed Women’s Division 2 competition, 
while our Under 18.5 Women’s competition 
successfully moved from Sunday fixtures 
to Saturday fixtures to coincide with senior 
women’s football played on Saturdays.
The Gisborne Football Netball Club enjoyed 
a successful inaugural season as part of the 
Women’s Division 1 competition, becoming the 
EDFL’s 35th affiliated Club and finishing fifth on 
the ladder with six wins for the year. 
It was a huge effort across the board to get 
senior footy back up and running and I’d like to 
congratulate every player, coach, trainer, club 
official and umpire for their efforts out on the 
field in 2021. 

Junior Football
Firstly, it was great to see all the young children 
back on the park playing our great game of 
Aussie Rules Football in 2021. 
Thank you from the EDFL Football Operations 
Department for everyone involved in the 
running of every club within the EDFL 
community, from Presidents, Secretaries, 
Committees, and every volunteer who gave up 

their time and helped to put your teams on the 
park every week. 
It was another challenging season, being 
interrupted by Covid-19 once again, with 
the EDFL trying to give the juniors as many 
matches to play, but unfortunately, we could 
not complete the entire season. We eventually 
completed 12 rounds of football. 
In Season 2021, we had nearly 7000 children 
registered with Clubs fielding 270 teams from 
Under 8 to U16 levels, while Clubs fielding 
teams was down, participant numbers were up, 
which was very surprising and encouraging for 
future development of these young people.

Junior Interleague was well represented with 
players from most Clubs’ male and female 
programs showing heaps of talent against the 
NFNL, SMJFL, RDFNL and WRFL, with mixed 
results. Well done to all involved coaches, 
assistants, trainers and team managers and 
everyone else who gave up their time to help. 
Thank you to the Greenvale Football Club 
for hosting the Interleague games on their 
magnificent ovals and all the helpers that made 
the days run smoothly. 

EDFL Netball
Our second season of EDFL Netball featured 
10 open-age teams playing out of Aberfeldie 
Primary School each Saturday.
Lurinda Hill did a terrific job administering the 
competition and while Covid-19 ultimately 
put an early end to our season, I’d like to 
acknowledge all of our netball participants and 
umpires for their efforts out on the court this 
year.

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The return of EDFL competition in 2021 
provided many exciting opportunities from a 
media and communications perspective. With 
the smell of fresh cut ovals, deep-heat from the 
change rooms and the buzz of crowds at our 
venues, football was back and there was plenty 
to cover.
In a shuffle of roles at EDFL headquarters, I 
took on the position of Media Manager in 
April at a full-time capacity as Adem Saricaoglu 
transitioned into the League’s Football 
Operations Department. Adem had previously 
filled the role since 2015 and left a wonderful 
foundation to continue to build the EDFL 
product.
Having also been a member of the EDFL 
Media Team since 2015, the position offered 
an exciting challenge and the opportunity 
to continue my personal and professional 
development within the League.

Online Growth
After an unprecedented 2020 season, the 
League’s online presence continued in an 
upward trajectory akin to our last full season in 
2019. 
The EDFL Live App was again the go-to 
resource for our EDFL community when it came 
to checking live scores, ladders, fixtures, team 
lists and news during the week or over the 
weekend. 
During our core months of competition 
throughout April-July, the EDFL Live App 
received an additional 2500 hits compared 
to 2019, to break through the 350,000-hit 
threshold. This was the app’s most successful 
period to date, despite the tumultuous 

landscape we found ourselves in with 
competition ceased twice due to Government 
issued state lockdowns during that time. 
Our ability to work with the TeamApp platform 
also saw customizable advertising utilised 
creating greater opportunities for our partners 
and sponsors to reach the EDFL community. 
A push for more social media engagement 
saw the Instagram platform shine throughout 
2021 with a 16.87 per cent growth of followers 
throughout the season. 
The use of the website ‘Linktree’ in conjunction 
with the Instagram platform helped keep our 
social media users connected with the League’s 
content with ease via its easily accessible linking 
system. 
Weekly content on our website and social 
media platforms continued to keep our fans 
engaged and informed throughout the season.

Filming and Match of the Day
An exciting development for the League in 2021 
was the filming of all senior men’s games across 
our three divisions. 
The capability to access footage from all 14 
senior men’s games from the weekend gave 
our EDFL fans great access to our product in an 
easy-to-view format.

The ability for fans, coaches, players, officials 
and staff to re-watch games is a significant 
development for the League.
It also opened many doors from a media 
perspective. The ‘iFly Melbourne Mark of 
the Week’ and ‘Meadows Goal of the Week’ 
were some of the League’s most popular 
social content throughout the week with our 
unlimited capacity to showcase the talent of the 
competition from all senior men’s divisions.
Weekly highlight packages also gave our Clubs 
great exposure and the opportunity to promote 
partners and sponsors after a tough 2020.
A big thank you to Andrew McLeish and the 
team at Sportscast Australia for their assistance 
in making this possible.

Media Report
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EDFL Match of the Day returned in 2021 with 
great success. 
Working with Sportscast Australia and the 
team at CluchTV, the EDFL was again able to 
broadcast the EDFL Match of the Day live via 
the CluchTV online platform.
EDFL fans were also able to tune into the 
broadcast via the wireless thanks to our radio 
partner, 98.9 North West FM and we thank John 
Dosen for his work behind the scenes that gets 
us on the air each and every week.
As for the broadcast team, Travis Poznachowski 
and Michael Pepicelli led the coverage brilliantly 
as our main play-by-play commentators, with 
Adem Saricaoglu also lending a hand when 
available. 
In special comments, Patrick Morrow and 
Steven Zois joined the team seamlessly 
this season, showing great attitude and 
professionalism in the role.
I’d also like to thank Tara Murray and Teo 
Pellizzeri for their contributions on the 
broadcast this season, as well as the team 
at Nena x Pasadena for their support of the 
broadcast and our ‘Player of the Day’ award.

Podcasts
The EDFL Tonight Podcast returned for its sixth 
season, with plenty to discuss throughout the 
year.
With football back on the calendar for the 
most part, it was great to get the headset back 
on to chat all things EDFL football with Adem 
Saricaoglu and Tara Murray on a near weekly 
basis. 
A big thank you to Steven Zois and Patrick 
Morrow for joining the show on a number of 

episodes also.
The show trajected back towards its 2019 
success with 440 average listens per show.
The podcast format of our EDFL Post Game 
Show also attracted strong numbers with 
listeners able to tune in if they missed the usual 
5:00-5:30pm timeslot on a Saturday evening.
With 338 listens per episode, we thank the 
access and insight our coaches give us each 
round win, lose or draw on the Match of the 
Day broadcast.  

Best & Fairest Series
With the season called off in September and 
no finals series to be played, the EDFL Best 
& Fairest Series provided the opportunity to 
celebrate the games that were played, keep 
our fans engaged during normally the League’s 
busiest period and acknowledge all the efforts 
that were made to make this year possible. 
With various restrictions in place denying the 
usual in-person formalities, the decision to take 
the awards series online was a no-brainer.
Over the course of three weeks, the EDFL 
community were able to tune in nightly via 
Facebook’s premiere function to an abundance 
of live presentation videos created to crown the 
best-of-the-best from 2021.
It was a pleasure to acknowledge 44 
individual senior and junior divisions with the 
announcement of their respective Best & Fairest 
winners, runners-up, Club leaders and for 
seniors, our competition’s leading goal kickers 
and Rising Star winners for Season 2021. 
For our 30 junior divisions, the resilience our 
young footballers have shown over the past 
two years is remarkable and it was particularly 

important to the League to see this recognised.
As for our seniors, dedicating a full home-
and-away, 3-2-1 vote count for every 
round played by our six senior men’s and 
women’s competitions was a small token 
of acknowledgement to the prestige of the 
awards and the accolades associated with the 
performance of their years. 
Overall, the Best & Fairest Series hit over 
one million screens across the various video 
presentations, leaderboard reveals, winner 
graphics and acceptance speeches on Facebook 
alone, with more engagement across our 
Twitter and Instagram platforms as well.
The 1,033,076 impressions on Facebook from 
our Best & Fairest content across the three-
week period made the series by far one of the 
largest projects ever taken on by EDFL Media.

Shane finished up his time with AFL Victoria as 
the season ended and has now moved into a 
role as the Sports Development and Inclusion 
Officer at Hume City Council. We thank Shane 
for his contribution to the region over his 
time. Shane has left the region in great shape 
heading into the 2022 season. AFL Victoria look 
forward to working with Shane to continue to 
develop our Clubs and Auskick centres within 
Hume. 

Schools
This year has seen us again put a heavy focus 
on ensuring that our game has a very strong 
presence in as many local schools as possible. 
Our relationship with schools has continued 
to improve, and ultimately allowed us to run 
programs throughout the region involving face-
to-face interactions with over 7500 students. 
The flagship of this suite of offers to schools 
remains the Australian Sports Commission’s 
‘Sporting Schools Program’, but also includes 
Auskick Assembly Promotions, Footy Frenzy 
Days, AFL 9’s and one-off clinics, AFL player 
appearances and Multicultural School Programs. 
With the lockdowns and remote learning, we 
expanded our offerings for schools to include 
virtual clinics. We were able to reach over 2300

We’d like to thank our Game 
Development Officers who were a tremendous 
help in facilitating this volume of sessions 
across a single week. We have continued our 
virtual programs in Term 4 and we look forward 
to continuing our programs face-to-face in 
schools when safe to do so. 

Multicultural Engagement
The EDFL region was boosted with Sammy 
Malual, whose focus was to assist and progress 
football within diverse communities. Sammy has 
had a great impact within school communities, 
building strong positive relationships and 
engaging children that haven’t been involved 
in football before. Thank you for your efforts, 
Sammy! 

Coaching 
Coaches play the most critical role in the 
experience many of us have, and Clubs that are 
proactive in establishing positive environments 
are having success in the recruitment and 
retention of players, setting themselves up for 
sustained success. Coach.AFL had considerable 
improvements as the online database that 
ensures all accredited coaches have access to 
drills and modules to assist with their upskilling 
and development at any time. The system also 
ensures that coaches can easily accredit and 
re-accredit without attending mandatory face-
to-face sessions, allowing easier accessibility to 
get involved and numerous extra opportunities 
provided by us to learn more if time permits. 
AFL Victoria’s Junior Coaching Curriculum 

roadshow, jointly held by the RDFNL and EDFL, 
took place at the Essendon Football Club on 
April 27. It was great for all attending to be 
supported through both theory and practical 
coaching activities. 

The EDFL and RDFNL also held a Coaches 
Webinar in conjunction with Coburg VFL and 
Calder Cannons Football Clubs on August 30. 
Participants were able to hear from experienced 
coaches from each of the clubs about their 
coaching philosophies and how they handled 
the Covid lockdowns with their players.

Auskick in 2021 saw 2700 kids participate 
across the region. Our Auskick coordinators 
and helpers put together a massive effort every 
week to adapt to changing restrictions and 
keep the centres running as often as they could.
