The game attracted a significant crowd
and the function organised by Strathmore
was well attended. In total $5000 was
donated to the foundation thanks to the
efforts of Strathmore, Aberfeldie and a
generous donation from the East Sunbury
Football Club.

Despite the impact of the lost season

of 2020 and the shortened season 2021
on retention of volunteers and officials,
the season was an overall success and
numbers of teams competing in season
2022 were only marginally down in this
season. The numbers are as follows:

The numbers of teams competing in the
competition was down and is an area

that has been identified as needing more
targeted support and resources.

A huge thanks to all the Clubs, officials
and volunteers for their work in this
season and also my thanks to our
management team for all their hard work
during the year and the finals series.

EDFL Finances

We have had a sound year and recorded a
surplus of approximately $220,000, which
is an outstanding result

Our Treasurer will give a more detailed
explanation of the factors that has
influenced the end of year result.

While there are a few Clubs on payment
plans, it is a continuing credit to all our
Clubs who adopt a financially responsible
approach to meet their commitments

to the League. The Board thanks all our
Clubs for honouring those important
commitments.

David had an involvement with the West
Coburg Football Club as a premiership
player and Senior Coach. He was also
involved with the juniors and was Club
President from 2005 to 2007 and 2012

It had been three very long years since we
last saw Windy Hill packed full of people
taking in the best exhibition of community
football on offer anywhere around the
country.

The EDFL's first senior finals series since
2019 was by far the most dramatic,

nearly a decade ago, with big upsets,
close finishes, massive crowds and most
importantly, an overwhelming sense of
positivity and community spirit.

We were finally back, and it was wonderful
to see so many people basking in the
glory of our grand return.

It was testament to a season the EDFL
community should be extremely proud

of, having successfully executed our first
complete season since the beginning of
the pandemic.

Among the 30 total clubs who
participated across our 14 senior football
competitions in 2022 were a countless
number of dedicated and passionate
participants and volunteers whose

efforts on and off the field must be
acknowledged.

Without the many hundreds of people
out in clubland putting in an enormous
amount of hours toward their passion for
football, we have no competition.

Our competition has grown significantly in
recent years, which has only increased the
burden placed on Club Volunteers, and
that is something always front of mind.

Senior Football

August 20 was a landmark day for our
League, with three senior women's grand
finals taking centre stage at Windy Hill for
the first time. It began with Tullamarine
completing a perfect season by holding
on for a thrilling five-point win over
Airport West. In Division One, Strathmore
pulled off an impressive upset win over
Greenvale, while Keilor cemented its claim
as the best-performed women's team in
League history by securing back-to-back
Premier Division flags with a win over
Aberfeldie.

It was the Blues' third senior premiership
since 2017.

We entered 2022 with a record 23 open-
aged women's teams across the three
divisions and we hope to see that number
continue to grow. Well done to everyone
involved and a big thank you to Airport
Toyota for again supporting the women'’s
competition as naming rights sponsor.
The 2022 senior men's season also
delivered some wonderful storylines

that will be remembered for some time.
Keilor Park’s rise from recess to Division

Two premiers in just four years was quite
remarkable. The Devils now stand as one
of the great modern day EDFL success
stories and in 2022 they were the only
Club to field four open-aged men's

teams - an achievement that shouldn't be
overlooked. We wish them luck in Division
One next year.

Airport West was a deserving winner of
the Division One premiership following an
outstanding and near-flawless campaign.
The Eagles are a proven powerhouse in
the EDFL's second tier and we now look
forward to their latest quest up in the top
flight next year.

The final act of the 2022 season provided
for the ultimate grandstand finish. Both
Strathmore and Aberfeldie had already
put everything on the line throughout an
enthralling Premier Division decider, but
as the siren sounded to end the fourth
quarter, they weren't done yet. With
scores level, we were treated to 10 more
minutes of classic grand final football to
decide a premier. Strathmore eventually
emerged victorious for its first Grand Final
victory since 2014. The commitment and
professionalism displayed by all of the
Club and League personnel during those
chaotic last moments of our season made
me extremely proud of exactly what the
EDFL community is capable of.

It was one of the EDFL's finest hours and
the ultimate example of why we all should
be so very thankful for everything and
everyone that went into making 2022 such
an amazing success.

We give our appreciation to Strathmore
Community Bank and Rookie Me for their
ongoing support as major naming rights
sponsors for our men's competitions and
we now look forward to an even bigger
2023 where we welcome the return of East
Sunbury into Division Two.

Under 18.5 Football

While we were able to achieve some
growth in Under 18.5 Men’s and Women's
numbers this year, there remains a huge
body of work ahead of us to promote
and nurture this vital component of our
competition.

Despite all of the difficulties that came
with the pandemic, we have seen Under
18.5 Men's team entries grow from 16
in 2019 to 25 in 2022. Despite those
encouraging numbers, we must remain
committed to helping all of our Clubs
establish a stable and sustainable Under
18.5 program going forward.

Similarly, our Under 18.5 Women's
competition saw some growth with eight
teams taking part in the first completed
season in the age group since becoming
a Saturday competition aligned with the
seniors.
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Further growth is high on the League’s
agenda and with a very healthy number
of Under 16 Girls teams taking the field at
junior level this year, the future does look
bright at Under 18.5 level.

We thank AGA for their ongoing
commitment as the official naming rights
partner of all men’s and women's Under
18.5 divisions in 2022.

Thirds Competition

The EDFL's Thirds competition continues
to provide hundreds of open-aged
footballers with an opportunity to
participate in the game where they
otherwise couldn't, and it therefore
remains a vital element our senior football
program. This year we had 13 teams take
part, culminating in a very successful
grand final out at Highgate Reserve,
where a very enthusiastic crowd watched
Keilor defeat Hillside in the decider.
Shearasun Brewing Company came on-
board as the naming rights partner for the
competition in 2022, and their passionate
support for the Thirds was very much
welcomed and appreciated by all.

Club Development Report

2022 saw the AFL and AFL Victoria
introduce the role of a Club Support
Manager into Community Leagues.
Tasked with offering assistance across
several portfolios, tﬂe EDFL Club Support
Manager commenced in March.

Initially a club health check-in was
conducted with follow up meetings. Being
close to the start of the home and away
games commencing, most clubs were well
organised and keen to get the season
started.

Volunteers returning and facilities were
the most common areas of concern

in club land followed by coaching and
finances.

Clubs were regularly notified with
information around grant writing, child
safety, coach education, liquor licensing,
volunteer support etc across the 2022
season.

EDFL Coaching Academy

A female coaching academy was
established and offered to all female
coaches in the EDFL.

Presentations were conducted by Natalie
Wood - Essendon AFLW Head Coach,
Michael Stinear - Melbourne AFLW Head
Coach & AFLW Coach of the Year, Dani
Laidley - Former AFL Player & Coach and
Robbie Campbell from the Rookie Me
Academy. An AFL Match Day Analysis
session and training and game day
mentoring also added to the knowledge
of all female coaches involved in the

program.

Training sessions and coaching in-services
were offered to Clubs to assist their
coaches and the role of a junior coaching
coordinator has been promoted.
Through connections at AFL Victoria,

the Level 2 coaching courses have been
advertised across the EDFL; aiming to
improve the standard of coaching.

It has been pleasing to see almost 50
EDFL coaches already participating in

the initial stages of t?;e Level 2 coach
education programs.

Junior Development

Rookie Me came on board as a sponsor
of the EDFL and conducted a series of skill
acquisition and mini game sessions during
the school holidays with over 500 EDFL
junior players attending.

The Calder Cannons used the Rookie
Me sessions for talent identification and
players from the sessions were added to
the Calder Cannons NAB League squads
from these sessions.

An Under 14 girls training block was
organised and delivered. Invitations for
the sessions were sent out to 96 players
after a process of nominations from club
coaches, umpires and EDFL recruiting
staff with 88 players attending the skill
acquisition and small games sessions.
This training block will be the start of
the 2023 Metro Junior Champs U15 Girls
program with the next training sessions
scheduled for the Easter school holidays.
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The 2023 Metro Junior Champs will be a
three-game series in late May and early
June with the EDFL entering teams in U15
Boys, U15 Girls, U14 Boys and the newl
created U14 Girls competitions. This ofryers
a wonderful opportunity for players to
challenge themselves against the best
players from other leagues but also an
opportunity for EDFL coaches, trainers
and team managers to gain valuable
I<n0\|/vledge by assisting at a representative
evel.

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Grand Final Review

Keilor Park’s story of from rags to riches

is complete with the Devils claiming the
Strathmore Community Bank Division Two
premiership.

The premiership and the celebrations are a long
way from the early days of 2018 when the club
announced that they wouldn't field a senior side
that year.

They would get one back in 2019, which was
thrashed week in, week out. COVID-19 then hit.

But come Saturday afternoon, that meant little
as the Devils claimed just their third senior
premiership, beating Oak Park, 14.11-95 t010.4-
64.

The Devils controlled the match throughout
the first half, but weren't able to fully convert,
leading by 18 points at the main break.

They call the third quarter the premiership
quarter and it was exactly that. The Devils
kicked 8.1 to lead by 54 at the last break.

The sting went out of the game in the last
quarter, with the result beyond doubt.

Devils coach Paul Guicas was left stunned after
the game as the realisation of what they had
achieved.

"I can't explain it,” he said. "This is three years of

hard work and you're never sure when you go
to a grand final.

“I'm numb inside. To see all the supporters who
came. There were people coming to me saying
thank you and crying all that sort of thing,

“This means so much to everyone.”

The Devils entered the grand final as favourites,
having lost just one game, all the way back in
Round 1.

While they were favourites, the Devils were in
an unusual position.

For the Devils, being on the main stage at
Windy Hill was something they had not done
for years.

Guicas said they were confident that what they
had done all year would hold them in good
stead.

“We would have liked to have converted a little
bit better,” he said of the first half. “I knew there
was a bit of breeze going at the end we were
going in the third quarter and if we got our
game going, which we did, we could kick four
or five goals.

“We got eight."

The Devils would go defensively in the last
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quarter, but the game was already over.
Rhys Deacon kicked six goals in the win,
including three in the first quarter.

Damien Cavka kicked three goals all in the third
quarter.

Co-captain Daylan Kempster was awarded the
inaugural Ian Price Medal for best-on-ground,
but there were a number of players that would
have been worthy winners.

If the day wasn't already good, the club’s
reserves side claimed the division two reserves
premiership earlier in the day.

Grand Final Review

The legacy of Keilor's women’s
program continues to grow with
the club claiming the Airport
Toyota Women's Premier
Division premiership.

Having either won a premiership
or been in a grand final every year
since forming a women'’s side, the
Blues were keen to add to that
against Aberfeldie.

They would control the grand final
throughout, coming away with

a 5.4-34 to0 0.2-2 win and secure
back-to-back premierships.

Blues coach Brooke Surgeon said
the group was keen to go out there
and play a good game of football.

Last year they were awarded the
premiership for being on top of the
ladder when the season came to an
early end due to COVID-19.

"It was really good to have a good
hit out against Aberfeldie,” she said.
"They brought it to us and the girls
dug deep and came away with the
win.

“The girls just wanted no question
marks hanging over their heads that
they were the best team.

“They really wanted to earn it and
we wanted to earn it as a club. It
was a fantastic opportunity.”

After a week which resulted in both
the preliminary finalists, Oak Park
and Westmeadows disqualified,
Surgeon said for them it was about
focusing on what they could control
and not worrying about the outside
drama.

She said they wanted to stick to
their game plan. They did exactly
that and looked the winner
throughout much of the match.

"We had our eyes on the prize,” she

said. “They were phenomenal today
and an absolute powerhouse.

“Lauren Caruso drove her legs all
day and Meggsy [Megan Neill]
went up forward and was such a
ball magnet.

“"We were so lucky to have them out
there."

The Keilor back line set up much of
the Blues attacks, with Abers having
only a couple of good shots on goal
for the match.

Surgeon said they had really
worked on that in the back part of
the season.

"It was definitely was a huge focus
for us, no easy marks, no easy
possessions,” she said.

"We spent a lot of time improving
our scoring throughout the season,
the last couple of weeks was really
focusing on our defence and
locking down their opponents

and not letting them get any easy
position.”

Leading by 18 points at half time
the Blues were able to continue to
steady the ship with another goal.

They moved a number of players
around in the last quarter, as
cramping and the heavy ground
took its toll.

Surgeon also made sure every
player got time on the ground and
got to enjoy the moment.

“We had to keep changing some
things around as Aberfeldie were
tagging some of our players and it
was about trying to bring them into
the game,” she said.

"It's also developing players. While
it's a grand final, we're still looking
to the future and 2023 and trying
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to get them experience through the
midfield.

"Steph [Aleksovski] in the midfield
pretty much played the whole
game having never played midfield
before.

“We knew they were going to be
looking for Caruso and Liv [Manfre]
and everyone like that she's just a
competitor.”

Sabine Navarro, who was awarded
the best-on-ground medal, got a
goal in the dying seconds to cap off
the win.

Surgeon said Navarro was playing
in her last game, having decided to
retire.

The premiership in the Blues' third
women'’s premiership.

Surgeon said it's pretty special for
the club and making sure they leave
a mark in female football.

"It's been around for the last few
years and it's been a focus,” he said.
"It's kind of like Geelong and we
keep trying to get better.

"Every year we build on different
things. We started at the bottom
and kept adding building blocks to
be so competitive every season.”

Strathmore pulled off a
comprehensive victory against
Greenvale to claim its maiden
women'’s premiership in Airport
Toyota Women's Division One at
Windy Hill.

Having qualified for the grand final
the long way around, losing to
Greenvale two weeks prior in the
semi final and defeating Essendon
Doutta Stars in the preliminary
final, the Mores were coming in as
underdogs with the Jets claiming
victory in all three encounters
between the two teams this season.

In a first quarter arm wrestle, the
Mores were at the top of their
game restricting Greenvale to just
one behind, while Robyn Randell
put the first and only goal on the
board in the first term to give her
Mores the early ascendency.

It was in the second quarter where
Strathmore really gained the
momentum though, with the likes
of Chiara Guarino, Clara Toperosa,
Amy Gaylor and Eloise Freeman
starting to dominate around the
ball.

Airport Toyota Women's Division
One leading goal kicker Alisa Magri
was able to kick a goal for the Jets
but the Mores would surge late in
the term to kick back-to-back goals
and open up 17-point half time
lead.

Strathmore's mammoth defensive
effort against one of the the
division's most potent attacks
continued in the second half as the
Jets were kept scoreless after main
break, stranded on 1.2-8 for the
remainder of the game.

Sharon Mumford was terrific down
back taking a number of composing
intercept marks and when Georgie
Richardson kicked the second of
her day, the 24-point gap looked

imposing at three quarter time.

When Robyn Randell smashed
home her third goal, courtesy of
some crafty ruck work to rip the ball
out of the contest, it was party time
for the Mores.

And as the fulltime siren sounded,
it would be an inaugural women's
flag for the Mores with the final
score reading 6.4-40 to 1.2-8

Randell would finish with three
goals, the most for the game, while
Georgie Richardson contributed
two majors of her own as the other
multiple goal scorer on the day.

Eloise Freeman was named best on
ground in a complete performance
by the midfielder who provided
plenty of forward drive for her
team.

After the match, senior coach
Bernadette Marantelli couldn't be
prouder of her group.

"It was just fantastic, the girls just
played for the four quarters which
they needed to because Greenvale
are a very good team,” Marantelli
said.

"We didn't allow them to have an
easy clearance, or an easy kick or an
easy get.”

Having lost to the Jets just a
fortnight ago, Marantelli said they
learnt plenty from the encounter
and took plenty of positives from
the result.

"If you look at the second half [of
the semi final], the girls knew they
were well within Greenvale's reach,”
she said.

“To out score them in the second
half and with the end result only

15 points the difference, if you take
the positives its actually not a bad
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effort.

“The other thing we learnt was that
we needed to look after each other
around the ball, and we did that
today, and that's what stood out.”

And on the game’s best on ground
Eloise Freeman, Marantelli said the
Strathmore vice captain just got
better and better by the week.

"She (Freeman) has had a ripper of
a year," the senior coach said.

"Eloise has just improved week by
week, season by season.

“She was unlucky last season to cop
a significant shoulder injury that
kept her out for six or eight weeks.

"Aside from that she should would
have been well and truly up there
in the best and fairest at club and
maybe even would have gone close
to Clara (last season's league best
and fairest).

“El is very athletic, she's good over
head and she's just an elite athlete.
She can run all day and she just
loves her footy."

You
could flip a coin at the end of a day
and I'm so proud of them.”

After the second quarter where they
struggled to get the ball forward,
Labbad made some key positional
changes.

Courtney Annett, who was
controlling the ruck, was moved
forward. Co-captain Tricia Devine,
who was quiet up forward, went
into the middle.

"I had to make them,” Labbad said.
"Courtney took four big marks in
the second half.

Both of those two players could
have easily been best on ground.

"Emily had never played back line
and we had an argument at the
start of the year about her playing
at full back,” he said.

"I saw her run and her one-on-
one work and this year it changed
our whole dynamic. She's used to
running in the middle and she was
amazing

"She was an amazing assistant
coach.”

As well as being happy for the girls,
Labbad said on a personal level the
win was pretty special.

"T've had 49 years in footy and for
me and I'd never won a flag and
never played in a grand final," he
said. "I had coached four losing
grand finals too.”
